First Aid Policy
The school will keep, maintain and update a substantial First Aid Kit which includes sticking plasters, sterile wipes, bandages, savlon cream, surgical gloves, cold packs, scissors, and other items relevant to dealing with minor cuts or bruises.

Teachers and Special Needs Assistants must wear surgical gloves when dealing with any injury involving blood.

Staff will administer care where the injuries are minor.  Where a major accident occurs parents will be contacted immediately, particularly in the case of head injuries or any change in the status of any pupil with ongoing medical issues.

If a child requires treatment urgently for an illness or injury and parents cannot be contacted, school staff will do what is necessary to ensure the best care is taken of the child including bringing them to a doctor or to hospital.  Permission for this is given on the enrolment form of each pupil from the Parents/Guardians.
If a child of the Jehovah Witness faith is injured and requires treatment in hospital, medical staff should be informed of the child's religion.

Simple steps to be taken when dealing with a variety of injuries of illnesses which might occur are included below.

All staff  have received Occupational First Aid training in the school year 2010-2011 and it is intended they will have refresher courses as advised by the Paramedics. This training covers basic first aid procedures as well as CPR and defibrillator responder training.

The administration of medicines is dealt with in a separate policy.
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
